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Research and Practice on Grade 12 Teaching Model of
English Writing from the Perspective of Input and Output Theory

Abstract; English Writing, as a form of language output, is always a headache to Grade 12 students.
Their weakness in English writing is mainly caused by the lack of English input. Under the perspective of lan-
guage input and output theory, after the analysis of English writing teaching current situation in some high
school in Guizhou Province, a new four-in-one writing teaching model — initial writing, appreciation, recitation
and imitation is put forward. Class 4 Grade 12 was taught in this four-in-one writing model, while Class 5
Grade 12 was taught in the traditional model. After one school year practice, the research result shows that the
new four-in-one writing teaching model can effectively improve Grade 12 students’ writing level by comparing
their writing scores and analyzing some questionnaires.
