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Causes of Silence and Embarrassment Phenomenon in Chinese
Teaching Open Classes in Primary School and Its Countermeasures

Abstract; The phenomenon of silence and embarrassment in Chinese teaching open classes in primary
school is mainly resulted from the disconnection between teaching objectives and links, the over-adult teaching
situation created, and the lack of integration of teachers and students into the teaching situation.
