A Probe into English Vocabulary Teaching Under
the Perspective of Data-Driven Learning

Abstract: As one of the hot and important topics in foreign language teaching, the corpus—based method
of Data-Driven Learning ( DDL) is popular in China. DDL is based on authentic language materials, and it re-
presents the principle of “teacher-oriented and student-focused teaching” in which students’ inquiry-based
learning is formed. By using the example of a pair of English synonym “edition” and “version” , the research-
ers presented the teaching methods and practice of KWIC, N-gram analysis, collocation and colligation, and
Corpus on the Web under the perspective of DDL. The study suggests that teachers may construct a small cor-
pus for specific-purpose language teaching by using online English corpus like BNC, COCA, and the iWeb
Corpus, which makes it effective in English vocabulary teaching, especially in synonym distinction.
