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Research on the Construction of Ideological and Political
Teaching Case Base of Tourism Service for Master of
Vocational and Technical Education

Abstract; In order to stimulate the study interest and improve the ideological and political level of
postgraduates, the construction of the ideological and political case base of the tourism service course is
explored on the basis of reviewing the relevant studies at home and abroad, and combining the theoretical and
practical needs of the tourism service course of the master’s degree in vocational and technical education.
