Abstract; English majors are so deficient in critical thinking that they cannot present effective refutation

in English writing. English writing teachers’ questioning to the views and the evidence of the opposite side,

from the eight angles like purpose, implication and consequence and by the four standards like being of truth

and of majority, can lead students in discussion, thinking and ultimately sound refutation. The observation of

and reflection on teaching procedures and effects justify that questioning from the above angles and by the four

standards is an effective way to promote students’ ability to refute in English writing.
