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Research on Teaching Extended Metaphor in Advanced
English from the Perspective of Memetics

Abstract; Language memetics interprets language development and spreading principle with Neo — Dar-

winism, and provides a new theoretical perspective for studying the teaching of rhetorical devices in Advanced

English. The extended metaphor is a way of comparison, which first makes an initial comparison and then is

developed or extended by different expressions. Memetically speaking, the initial comparison is the basic

meme, and the extended expressions are derivative memes, which are combined into the meme complex. The

research on such meme complexes in the texts can reveal that, compared with the basic meme, the meme com-

plex expresses more forcefully and vividly, and develops the semantic meaning gradually. Therefore, this

memetic study in the texts can effectively cultivate the ability of students’ rhetoric appreciating and ability to

use rhetoric, and profoundly promote the rhetoric teaching in Advanced English.
