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Interpretation and Impact of Shadow Education to Cultural
Capital Theory in the Perspective of Education Globalization

Abstract; In recent years, shadow education, as a prominent phenomenon in education globalization,

has developed rapidly on a global scale, causing the widespread concern from experts, scholars and policy

makers. And the contradiction of cultural capital theory in interpreting the academic achievements of students,

has generated due to the increasingly growth of shadow education.
