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Study on CET-4 Reading Comprehension in
Testing Students’ Key Competencies in
English Subject

Abstract; Six sample CET-4 reading comprehension tests respectively from 2016, 2017 and 2018 have

tested students’ key competencies in English subject, among which the language competence takes the largest

part in reading comprehension, followed by regarding cultural character, and the thinking shares the least part

in reading comprehension. Thus, in order to be a more scientific evaluation test, CET-4 needs improvement in

selecting different genres, adopting diverse test approaches, and setting more testing points related to students’

key competencies in English subject.
