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Investigation on Professional Identity of Real Estate
Development and Management Major in

Abstract: Taking Huaiyin Normal University as an example, this paper investigates the professional iden-
tity of real estate development and management major to provide the basis for the professional construction. Re-
sults show that professional identity is generally at a medium level, and that in terms of scores in each dimen-
sion, the one with the lowest score is the professional emotional dimension, followed by professional behavior,
professional cognition and professional value. Influenced by gender, grade, major selection and family employ-
ment background, students’ professional identity differs.
