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Research on Long-Term Guarantee Mechanism for
Professional Development of Rural PE Teachers from
the Perspective of Targeted Poverty Alleviation

Abstract: Based on “The Opinions on Comprehensively Deepening the Reform of the Construction of
Teachers in the New Era” and the Party Central Committee’s full efforts to win the fight against poverty in
2020, the paper investigates 107 physical education teachers in poverty-stricken towns in 7 counties of a city
by means of questionnaire survey, stratified sampling, mathematical statistics and analyzes the purposes of the
professional development of rural physical education teachers and the factors that impede its development.
What’s more, the paper explores the four effective guarantee mechanisms of “two no worries, three
guarantees” , “to help the poor by ways of purchasing”, “supply and marketing cooperatives” , and “from
blood transfusion to hematopoiesis” in the professional development of rural physical education teachers, so as
to better enhance the professional capabilities of rural physical education teachers, improve the quality of rural
physical education, and promote educational equity.
