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Evaluation on the Implementation Effect of Ideological and
Political Education in “ Tour Guide Business”
Courses of Colleges and Universities

Abstract; The evaluation of the effect of ideological and political implementation in curriculum is an
important link to test the effect of ideological and political education in curriculum and to improve the quality
of teaching. Taking the course of “Tour Guide Business” as an example, this paper constructs an evaluation
index system of ideological and political implementation effect from the aspects of students, teachers and
experts, and tests the achievement of moral education objectives from two aspects of students’ “learning” and
teachers’ “teaching”. The teacher evaluates the students’ “learning” effect from the students’ internal
ideological and political quality and the external behavior performance while students evaluate the effect of
teacher’ “teaching” from their satisfaction with the ideological and political education in curriculum and the
educational effect of self-cognition. Experts examine the whole process of ideological and political
implementation of the curriculum to evaluate the teachers’ “teaching” effect.
