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New Developments of Research on the Teaching
Reform of “Financial Law”

Abstract; Financial market is playing an increasingly important role in the national economy, and the
country has put forward higher requirements for promoting quality education. The traditional teaching method of
the cross-discipline “Financial Law” is difficult to meet people’s needs, so it is urgent to reform the traditional
teaching mode and explore new teaching modes and methods. This paper makes a systematic review of the
relevant literature on the course reform of “Financial Law”. Existing studies believe that there are problems in
the course teaching, such as the deficient content and system of teaching materials, the imperfect teaching
method, and the simplified examination method. The teaching reform of “Financial Law” course is beneficial
to cultivate students’ learning ability, improve teachers’ teaching level, and develop the overall teaching
quality. The teaching reform of “Financial Law” should be promoted from three aspects: teaching content
reform, teaching method reform and course assessment reform. Further research can be deepened by
constructing more reasonable indicators to measure the effect of teaching reform and collecting relevant data of
teaching reform in colleges and universities for empirical research.
