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A Summary of the Research on Cultural Content

in College English Textbooks of the Recent Decade :
Based on CiteSpace Knowledge Map Analysis

Abstract; Using CiteSpace 6.1 as the research tool and based on bibliometrics and content analysis, the
paper makes a visual analysis of the literature (2012—2022) on the content relating to culture in college
English textbooks in CNKI database, and discusses the overview of the research, including the quantity of
articles, authors and keywords, and thereafter makes further discussion of research hot-spots and trends. The
results show that the quantity of articles has gradually increased, and the trend has also ascended wavily to the
direction of curriculum ideological and political education in the recent decade. However, the authors engaging
in the very area are scattered, and the core research authors have not yet formed. Moreover, cultural
confidence, teaching material design, ideological and political curriculum, college English teaching and
cultural deficiency are the key research topics. According to the research, the paper argues that the research
method should be enriched to improve the scientificity of the research. Besides, the perspective of the study on
the use of college English textbooks needs to be transformed to implement the concept of students—oriented
education. Lastly, further content in diverse aspects of the college English textbooks is badly needed for the
better combination of the ideology and current foreign language education.
