Enhancing the Educational Performance of Labor Cultivation
Through College Students’ Summer Social Practice:

Abstract: Summer social practice, as a vital platform for labor education in universities, plays a
significant role in deepening college students’ theoretical knowledge and enhancing their practical skills,
improving physical fitness and cultivating spiritual qualities, and exploring self-identity and constructing social
recognition.
