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CiteSpace-based Visual Analysis of Japanese Studies:
A Case Study of Social Sciences Doctoral Dissertations in CNKI from 2001 to 2020

Abstract ; In this paper, 507 doctoral dissertations in social sciences with “Japan” as the object of study
from 2001 to 2020 in CNKI were studied using CiteSpace software to conduct a knowledge mapping study. The
results show that the total number of doctoral dissertations in the field of Japanese studies has been increasing
steadily over the past 20 years, represented by Jilin University and Northeast Normal University. The research
content is based on the main line of “China-Japan relations”, and “revelation”, “industry”, “Japanese
economy” , “economic growth” and other international political and economic fields have become the
mainstream hotspots, gradually forming a more complete research system, while the “ post-war”,
“Manchukuo” , “militarism” and “dissemination-influence” have also received more attention. In the future,
it is still necessary to track the research results of domestic Japanese studies, and to further diversify the
academic vision and depth of the field of Japanese studies from the perspectives of interdisciplinary knowledge
flow and the spatial evolution of research origins and genre changes.
