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The Path of Curriculum Ideology and Politics to Enhance Moral Identity .

Taking the “Social Work Practice” Course of Colleges as an Example

Abstract: Against the backdrop of the comprehensive advancement of curriculum ideology and politics,
how to organically integrate it with professional education in social work has become an important topic. Social
workers take “helping others to help themselves” as tenet social work, the implementation path of ideology and
politics in the “Social Work Practice” course should center around enhancing > moral identity. This paper aims
to explore pathways for enhancing moral identity from both theoretical and practical perspectives, and to
construct a teaching practice framework that advances the moral cognition, emotion, will, and behavior.
Specific measures are as follows: enhancing moral cognition by introducing the altruistic spirit and practical
care embodied by moral models; promoting moral emotion by fostering a moral atmosphere through linguistic
guidance, an equal-minded attitude, and the inculcation of a sense of responsibility ; strengthening moral will
by choosing to pursue moral ideals, care for others, and uphold the principle of seeking truth from facts; and
encouraging moral behavior by identifying clues to moral characteristics and facilitating moral discourse
expression. Through teaching approach that combines multiple measures such as enhancing moral cognition,
moral emotion, moral will and behavior, the goal of ideology and politics in social work professional courses—
enhancing’ moral identity—can be effectively achieved.
